These Christmas decorative lights are made of bamboo.
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Osechi ryori is a festive dish eaten during
the New Year, written in Chinese
characters as 'osechi-ryori' ( fHI&fiEHH ).

Osechi ryori was originally not only for
New Year's Day. To celebrate New Year's
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Day, the five Sekku festivals and other
festive days, the food offered to the gods
and eaten was called 'osechiku'. When
this event spread to the general
population in the Edo period
(1603-1867), the dishes served on New
Year's Day, the most important day of the
year, came to be called 'osechi-ryori'.
Originally, people offered local produce
to express their gratitude for the harvest,
but as people's lifestyles and culinary
culture became richer, it became a feast
that included produce from the
mountains and the sea, and is said to
have been the prototype for today's
Osechi-ryori.
